(ALL TIMES REFERRED TO HEREIN ARE EWT) WHILE THE AIRCRAFT

WAS OPERATING IN SCHEDULED AIR CARRIER SERVICE BETWEEN NEW YORK,

NEW YORK AND LOS ANGELES, CALIFORNIA, AS FLIGHT 3 OF TRANSCONTINENTAL
AND WESTERN AIR, INC. (HEREINAFTER REFERRED TO AS TWA).

THE ACCIDENT RESULTED IN SUBSTANTIAL DAMAGE TO THE AIRPLANE.
